Course Description:

This course is designed to introduce students to horticultural science with emphasis on technical skills in designing, construction, and maintenance of planted areas and devices for the beautification of home grounds and other areas of human habitation and recreation. (unless doing career essay) Examples of SAEs could be shadowing a person who works in an agricultural career, actually doing agriculturally related work, writing a one page essay on how one would enter an agriculturally related career (can be done only 2 times per semester).  More information will be provided throughout the semester.
